Telegärtner expands its range of flexible TOC connectors with Cat 6A technology
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(Steinenbronn) Telegärtner Karl Gärtner GmbH has expanded its range of TOC Flex connectors with RJ45 Cat 6A ​technology with the addition of the MFP8 T568B Cat 6A plug set and the AMJ-S module T568B Cat 6A flange set. Both sets therefore benefit from the highly robust design and extreme ease of assembly of the connector technology with IP68 protection. The special feature of the TOC Flex is the user-definable alignment of the mating level during installation. It can therefore fit on different inserts in the flange housing. A secure connection is achieved by plugging in and tightening. It only takes one twist to secure and seal the connection in place with inbuilt strain relief, regardless of the interface on the other side.

Certified and UL-listed

Both sets conform to category 6A (ISO/IEC 11801) and IEC 60603-7-51 (500 MHz). They are suitable for 10 GBE in accordance with IEEE 802.3an and PoE+ in accordance with IEEE 802.3at. The MFP8 plug insert is also UL-listed (E244889). It can be moved freely at the mating level (x, y and z axis) and can be easily aligned in situ. No adaptations, adapters or special tools are required. After connecting, the plug insert is fixed in place by tightening the external housing. The clever twist is that the cable is simultaneously fixed to the cable clamp, sealed and the strain relieved by the tightening action. The TOC products are suitable for integration into SFP+ electronic interfaces or as an independent IP68 outlet. They are made of selected materials, rendering them suitable for use in temperatures ranging from -40 °C to 85 °C.

TOC stands for Telecommunications Outdoor Connectors and offers reliable and flexible solutions for outdoor applications in respect of data transmission and mobile telephone communications as well as in respect of communications in connection with processes, systems and transport, and applications in the military and in mechanical engineering and plant construction.
